 ñDo not let your hearts be troubled.  Believe in God, believe also in me.  In 
my Fatherôs house there are many dwelling places.  If it were not so would I have 
told you that I go to prepare a place for you?ò (John 14:1-2 NRSV) 
 

 These familiar words from Johnôs gospel are often read at funerals.  The 
words give us some comfort in a troubled time of our lives when loved ones travel 
from this world to the next.  These words from Jesus settle our troubled hearts to 
know that God understands that we need assurance that everything is going to be 
ñokò in Godôs plan for our lives.  Yet, how do we know that this is true?  How do we 
know that God has a place for us?

It wasnôt that they had any more 
or less demands on their lives. They made certain things a top priority in their life.  
They seemingly were at peace with themselves and one another. 
 Today, at times, I hear people say ñI donôt have time to worship God.  I donôt 
have time for my family.  I donôt have the luxury of sitting down to read the Bible.ò  
Then I hear, ñDoes it really make any difference anyway?  I just wish people would 
leave me alone.  My life is ok.ò  Is it really ok?  Because I know my life isnôt any-
where close to okay.  I am always wishing I had more time for my relationship with 
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God, for my family and friends.  Yet, society says that these are luxuries many of us 
donôt need or want in our lives.  I even heard a person, ñThat is what retirement is all 
about.ò  What happens if you donôt live long enough to retirement then where are 
you with your relationship?  You may be leaving out the single greatest source of 
importance and peace in your life.  Instead of finding excuses as to why you canôt 
have faith in God, love of God and your familyé find reasons why you can include 
them in your daily life.  Make them a priority.  All of your running around trying to 
check everything off of your bucket list has given you a sense of people.  Why not 
try something different?  You donôt know what you are missing until you find it.  Be-
lieve the truth that comes from God.  Believe what has brought a sense of peace to 
peopleôs lives for as long as man has been here on this earth.  God is the true 
source of life and wants to bring peace to your daily living.  Open your hearts to re-
ceive the true peace that passes all understanding.
